12 provides a full list of all records required. Records on computer are acceptaiolg as |

as they contain all the required information and are fully complete. The computer or
printed copies of records must be made available to inspectors who will need to check
their content.

Self-Assessments

It is strongly recommended that auctioneers carry out a self-assegdrttee market
premises against the standards prior to the inspection taking place. Tick boxes are
positioned next to each standard and if completed should avoid any non-conformances
being raised by the inspector.

Required publications

ABM acknowledges that it is now possible to can gain access to many publications
electronically.

If publications have to be made available to déwvamnite
personnel then the market/collection centre operators must either provide @ yensien
for them or make sure they have access to it electronically.
